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Ecobricks Ecobricks is an exciting project that aims to re-use non-recyclable plastics to
create an environmentally friendly building material. The bricks are made from
21t drinks bottles which are tightly filled with waste plastic and then built into
structures using a special cement. We will be asking children to collect and fill a
bottle which will then be used during the Summer holidays to construct an
amphitheatre.
