To suggest real-world 
applications for branching 
databases

To recognise that a data set 
can be structured using yes/no 
questions

To repeatedly create 
subgroups of objects

To identify an object using a 
branching database

To explain that a 
well-structured branching 
database will enable you to 
identify objects using fewer 
questions
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
